Here’s how the contest works:
Your students will take a 40-question, 45-minute, multiple-choice test 
in the period of March 28–April 11, under your school’s supervision. 
Exam questions are based on topics and concepts covered in a 
typical high school physics course. To enhance the distribution of 
awards, Division 1 is for first-year physics students and Division 2 is 
for second-year physics students. Each division has 15 regions across 
the country to allow schools in each region to compete against one 
another. Specialized math and science schools compete in their own 
region. Winners will be announced in the first week in May.

You will receive a password code sent to your school 
email address to download the PDF; you will need to 
make a copy for each student.

•	 You can register students to take the exam via 
WebAssign at $4 per student (you may enter one or 
more students via WebAssign, but you will need five 
students to qualify for team competition). You do not 
need to have an account with WebAssign to use this 
method, further instructions are on our website at:
