Applicants must declare their intent to prepare for, and engage in, a career in physics teaching at the high school level and
must, at the time the scholarship funds are received by the student, be:

. enrolled in an accredited two-year college, four-year college or auniversity or ahigh school senior accepted for such
enrollment.

. pursuing, or planning to pursue, a course of study leading toward a career in physics teaching in the high schools.

. showing promise of successin their studies, and

. acitizen of the United States of America,

All applicantswill be given full consideration without regard to gender, race, color, creed or ethnic origin. It isastipulation
of the grant that, al other considerations being equal, an applicant from Allegheny College isto be given preference. The
scholarship may be awarded to the same individual more than one, but no more than four, years. Awardee will need to re-
apply in order to be considered for additional awards.
